For the 2020-2021 Governor’s permits, new hunt numbers have been included to highlight changes made to several hunts. These changes only apply to
Governor’s permits and do not reflect changes to any Drawing permits.

New Hunt Numbers and Stipulations:

SB377 — Unimak Island Brown Bear; The hunter can go during either or both of the DB375 and DB376 draw hunt seasons; bag limit remains one (1)
brown bear.

SB200 — Kodiak Archipelago Brown Bear; The hunter can go during either the fall or spring, but not both seasons; hunter can pick which draw hunt
area they wish to hunt in (Except not Sturgeon River DB115,145); bag limit remains (1) brown bear. Additional stipulations are included.

SE700 — Raspberry & Afognak Island Elk; The hunter can hunt within any of the draw permit area (DE702-723); bag limit remains (1) elk. Hunter
must abide by bag limit, season, and harvest stipulations of each draw permit area.

SE315 — Etolin Island Elk; The hunter can hunt within/during any of the draw permit areas/seasons (DE318-323); hunter must abide by the weapons
restrictions and harvest stipulations as stated under each draw permit hunt; bag limit remains (1) elk. Additional stipulations are included.

SS101 — Tok Mgmt. Area Dall Sheep; The hunter can hunt during either or both the early (DS102) or late (DS103) season; bag limit remains one (1)
Dall Sheep. All other stipulations of each draw permit still apply.

SS202 — Delta CUA Dall Sheep; The hunter can hunt during either or both the early (DS203) or late (DS204) season; bag limit remains one (1) Dall
Sheep. All other stipulations of each draw permit still apply.

SX050 — Nunivak Island Muskox; The hunter can go during the fall (SX001) and/or spring (SX003); bag limit remains one (1) muskox. All other
stipulations of each draw permit still apply.
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
