Change the definition of “bag limit” for sockeye salmon in the Kenai and Kasilof Rivers as follows:

Allow for hook & hand in the sockeye fishery on both the Kenai & Kasilof Rivers, and the limit
applies to the angler who lands the fish not who hooked the fish.

Many anglers especially, old
people, young kids, or beginner anglers need help in hooking sockeyes.
