SUBJECT: Options for Scheduling the 2022/2023 
Board Meeting Cycle 

 

______________________________________________________________________________ 
 
At the January 20, 2022 Work Session, the Board of Game (board) will be asked to set the meeting dates and 
locations for the 2022/2023 meeting cycle. The topics on the board’s schedule for this meeting cycle are the 
Southcentral Region (Game Management Units 5, 7, 8, 14C and 15) and Southeast Region (GMUs 1-5).  

The following considerations have been used by the board in past years when setting meeting dates and 
locations. 

• The meeting dates are based on the duration of past meetings needed to address that region’s 
issues.   

• The options begin on Friday start dates to accommodate the public for providing testimony 
over the weekend which is traditional practice by the board.  

• The options take into consideration the timing for the needs of the Department of Fish and 
Game such as surveying/data collecting, conflicts with hunting seasons, the legal review 
process for new regulations, and publishing the hunting regulations handbook.   

• Duration between meetings need to be at least four weeks apart.   

• The board’s ACR deadline is November 1, and at least 30 days public notice prior to the 
regulatory meetings is required for any that are accepted by the board and added to the 
agenda.  

• The options take into consideration the meeting dates for the Board of Fisheries to minimize 
overlap for agencies, advisory committees, and public participants. The Board of Fisheries 
tentative meeting dates in 2023 are: 

January 14-18, 2023:  Arctic/Yukon Kuskokwim, Anchorage 
February 13-17, 2023: AK Peninsula, Aleutian Island & Chignik, Anchorage  
March 10-13, 2023: Statewide Finfish, Anchorage 
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Options for the 2022/2023 Board of Game Meeting Cycle: 

The dates provided below are options for the 2022/2023 meeting schedule that reflect the above-mentioned 
criteria and are not known to conflict with board members’ schedules. In addition to the regulatory meetings, 
the schedule will include a one-day work session prior to the first regulatory meeting and a web-conference 
to consider agenda change requests following the November 1st annual deadline. The meeting date for 
considering agency change requests will be determined at a later date as the deadline approaches. 

The Southeast Region meeting is expected to be five days based on the historical information provided 
below. The Southcentral Region meeting has ranged from five to seven days depending on the number 
of proposals. The options are five-day periods, and extra days can be added for the Southcentral 
Region meeting if needed.
